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2008 OVTA Midwest Qualifier Entry Information 
 

If you receive this note, you have qualified for consideration, as part of our 16 player quota or as 

an alternate, for endorsement to the OVTA Midwest Qualifier (OVTA’s) June 7-10.  To follow 

is everything (hopefully!) you need to know to apply …    
 

The top 12 players – semifinalists in the front draw, quarterfinalists in the consolation – plus 4 

additional players selected by the tournament committee based upon rankings, player records, 

and tournament results will qualify from each division to be endorsed to the OVTA District 

Championships.  Additional players’ names will be submitted as alternates.   
 

The order of finish … 

1. Winner   

2. Finalist 
3. 3 – 4 playoff winner 

4. 3 – 4 playoff loser 

5. Consolation winner 

6. Consolation finalist 

7. Consolation semifinal loser 

8. Consolation semifinal loser 
9. Consolation quarter final loser 

10. Consolation quarter final loser 
11. Consolation quarter final loser 

12. Consolation quarter final loser 
 

A waiver procedure was established to allow players who qualified for a USTA National Open to play in that 

National Open and still be endorsed to the OVTA’s.  Several players were granted such waivers.  These players will 

be endorsed to the OVTA’s as part of the GCTA’s quota.  In most age divisions, the top 16 who play will be 

endorsed.  However, in the Boys 14 the top 15 players  who play in the Area Qualifier will be endorsed (because 1 

player in this division  received a waiver), in the Girls 12 the top 15 will be endorsed (1 player received a waiver), 

in the Girls 14 the top 13 will be endorsed (3 players received a waiver),  in the Girls 16 14 will be endorsed (2 

players received a waiver), and in the Girls 18 the top 13 will be endorsed (3 players received a waiver). 

 

Endorsement lists will be posted on the internet as each event is completed.  You can find the 

endorsement lists at www.racquetclub1.com.  Click on the green “GCTA AREA QUALIFIER 

ENDORSEMENT LIST” link … you will find the endorsement lists listed by age division.   

 

Tournament information for your particular OVTA Midwest Qualifier can be found at that 

particular event’s home page at USTA.com.  If you have any additional questions about the 

tournament, you should contact the tournament director of that event at the phone number listed 

on their home page.   

 

Entry / registration for the OVTA Midwest Qualifier will be through the USTA’s TennisLink 

registration system.

Alternates … you must also register by the entry deadline if you wish to be considered as an 

alternate.  If you do not register by the deadline, will you not be considered for entry into the 

OVTA’s.

If you are a quota player, you will be accepted directly into the draw.  Alternates, your status will 

be determined by your particular OVTA Midwest Qualifier tournament director.  As spots 

become available, they will let you know (typically by phone).  All inquiries concerning alternate 

status should be directed to the tournament director of your particular event.   

 
 

To register for the OVTA Midwest Qualifier:  (before you begin, it would be a good idea to 

have your USTA membership number and a major credit card handy)

have difficulty with the registration process, turn off any pop-up blocking software you 

might have on your system.) 
 

¶ Log onto the USTA site at www.usta.com. 

¶ In the upper right corner é click on the tennislink link. 

¶ Click on Enter Now links next to Tournaments. 

¶ In the Tournament ID # box, enter the appropriate tournament ID number (see 

table below) é then click Find It. 

¶ Click on OV Midwest Qualifier. 

¶ Click on the red Register Now link é and follow the directions é  

¶ You must have a USTA membership current through the last day of the event.  If you 

need to renew your membership, you will be prompted to do so. 

¶ Once your USTA membership has been verified, continue with the entry process.  

Please complete the player contact info ï this info will be used by the Tournament 

Director to contact the player. 

¶ Enter credit card information.  You must enter the name exactly as it appears on the 

credit card. 

¶ If your registration is completed correctly, you will receive a confirmation number, 

which will also be sent as a message to your e-mail address.
