JUNIOR WALK-ON COURT TIME:  Any junior member who is also an active part of our junior program may use a 

walk-on court at 1/2 the regular court rate.  If a junior member plays with an adult, the court rate will be prorated (example:  if 

an adult and a junior play singles, the adult would pay 1/2 of the normal court rate:  $36 x 1/2 = $18.00.  The junior would pay 
1/2 of the junior court time rate:  $38 x 1/2 = $19.00 (jr. court rate) x 1/2 = $9.50.  Total for the hour = $28.50).   

(Junior membership required - $150.00)
